Description

Take 2 different tiff rasters (raster1.tiff and raster2.tiff).
Use the translate function to georeference raster1.tiff into geo-raster.tiff and have it loaded in qGIS.
Use the translate function again to georeference raster2.tiff into the same geo-raster.tiff and also ask to have it loaded.

You get an error message which says access denied and then another one that everything went fine. The last georeferenced tiff file has
been properly updated.

There are 2 rasters loaded in qGIS with the same name (thus the previous error message): former is the georeferenced version of the first
raster and later is the georeferenced file for the second raster.

Nothing blocking, just the error message is confusing as at the end you get all your files despite the access denied ...
