Hi,

my System: Ubuntu 14.04, qgis-server 2.14.1 / 2.14.2

My QGIS project contains a wms layer from UMN mapserver and different shapefiles (Polygon, Line, Point). My print template contains

the map and a legend for the shapefiles. If I turn on the wms layer, the export to PDF (QGIS server) does not work. I get an Apache

500-error. If I turn off the wms layer, the export to PDF works fine.

Well, if I now turn on the wms layer and remove the legend only for the shapefiles with line- and point-geometry from the print template, the

export to PDF works fine also. The legend of a shapefile with polygons is always exported to PDF. 

I tried different wms layer and had always the same problem with export to PDF in QGIS server.

My print template contains no legend of the WMS, so no merge of different legends between WMS and other layer takes place.

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We strongly encourage all users who are currently using QGIS 2.18 LTR  as their preferred QGIS release to migrate to QGIS 3.4. This new LTR version

will receive regular bugfixes for at least one year. It also includes hundreds of new functions, usability improvements, bugfixes, and other goodies. See the

relevant changelogs for a good sampling of all the new features that have gone into version 3.4

Most plugins have been either migrated or incorporated into the core QGIS code base.

We strongly discourage the continued use of QGIS 2.18 LTR as it is now officially unsupported, which means we’ll not provide any bug fix releases for it.
